The senior lead pathologist on the 
team has more than 10 years experience in this area, 
and is readily accessible for second opinions and con-
sultations. Our immunohistochemistry laboratory is 
well equipped for extensive work-up of undifferenti-
ated tumors. Cytopathologists have extensive experi-
ence in Fine Needle Aspiration of thyroid and other 
head and neck nodules.
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
