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The specialists in Breast Pathology within the Yale 
Pathology Women�s Health Program provide diagno-
ses on biopsies that have been performed in order 
to evaluate breast lesions that have been detected 
either clinically or by imaging studies. Therapeutic 
resections�such as lumpectomies, mastectomies, 
sentinel lymph nodes, and axillary lymph node dis-
sections�are studied in detail to evaluate signi�cant 
factors that are subsequently used to guide therapy. 
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
